	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?
During this field experience, I had the opportunity to develop an Engaged Learning project designed for first-graders. In this lesson, students would obtain, evaluate, and communicate weather date, which would help in identifying weather patterns. Students would complete this task by identifying forms of precipitation (rain, snow, and sleet), investigating current weather conditions, observing and measuring with simple weather instruments (thermometer, wind vane, rain gauge), and recording weather data in a graph. The final product would allow students to take on the role of adults, by being a meteorologist and predicting one week of future weather patterns. This lesson would also allow students to collaborate with other first graders in Georgia as well as a local meteorologist. 

Developing this project has taught me that it is ok for teachers to use technology tools as instructional methods. However, it is essential for teachers to develop lessons that require students to use technology to create original products that are challenging, authentic, and meaningful to students. This experience has taught me how to provide coaching advice to my peers. With this experience, I will be able to guide and support my colleagues in developing lessons that support student engagement and t higher-order thinking.
